- Using the revised January 9th, 2024 Education Fund Outlook FY25 forecast, the FY25 education fund need results in a property yield of $9,171 for every $1.00 of homestead tax per 
$100 of equalized property value, an income yield of $10,227 for a base income percent of 2.0%, and a non-residential tax rate of $1.452.  These figures use the estimated $13,000,000 
surplus from the Education Fund. New and updated data will likely change the proposed property and income yields and perhaps the non-residential rate.

- Final figures will be set by the Legislature during the legislative session and approved by the Governor.

- The base income percentage cap is 2.0%.  
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
